Please note that students impacted by a cancelled club can always go to the after-
school provision (computing room or LRC) until 4pm if required (except on Fridays
when the LRC is closed all day).

Millais staff also offer SPAs (Supporting Pupil Achievement) sessions after school until
4pm to help students with their class subjects. A separate timetable for this offer will
be available on the website next week. In addition, the Learning Resource centre (LRC)
is open after school until 4.30pm on Mon-Thurs (as stated above, it is closed all day on
Fridays).

Instrumental and Singing Lessons at Millais

As part of our extra-curricular provision at Millais, we also have a team of visiting music
teachers who deliver one-to-one and small group music lessons. We can offer students
lessons in singing, drums, piano, violin, viola, cello, double bass, flute, clarinet,
saxophone, bassoon, trumpet, cornet, trombone, piano, guitar, bass guitar and drum
kit.

Lessons take place during the normal school day for either 20 or 30 minutes on a rotary
system.
