We have 
an ambitious vision for continued excellence in teaching and learning and a strong ethos of collaborative 
planning, self-evaluation and improvement. Students benefit from a rich extra-curricular offer in English, 
including theatre trips and diverse enrichment activities throughout the year. 
 

The English CA is a vibrant and self-motivated team, including a Director of Learning who leads the CA, a 
Deputy Director of Learning and a supporting Assistant Director of Learning. In addition, we have 
designated Learning Support Assistants and administrative support staff.  
 

The English CA has a suite of rooms including nine classrooms, all of which have projectors, visualisers and 
Smartboards.

We have high expectations of all our students and use mixed ability setting, with additional targeted groups 
at Key Stage 4, to enable all students to reach their potential.
